RECOGNITION OF HONORARY MEMBERS IN THE WORLD BLIND UNION

The empowering Constitution on the World blind Union makes provision for individuals who have served the World Blind Union in outstanding fashion to be accorded the status of Honorary Life Member. In 2004 the Officers endorsed a policy paper outlining the process through which a Committee reviews nominations received and then recommends to the Officers and through that body to the General Assembly. This paper highlights the form that ongoing recognition might take.

· Once endorsed by the Assembly the recipient will receive a  certificate (in the language of choice) that formally records the honour

· Names will be recorded in perpetuity in the written record and on the website of the WBU

· All persons so named will have a brief biography outlining their individual contribution to the WBU recorded alongside their name

· All persons so named will be specially recognized at the opening of any General Assembly that they choose to attend

· The death of any life member will be advised to the first General Assembly after their passing and all of the above mentioned records will carry the date of death
